Can you use a subordinate clause?  

Remember, a subordinate clause does not 

make sense on its own and uses a 

subordinating conjunction. .

Because it was raining, we stayed inside.  

We stayed inside, because it was raining.

Topic sentence: to introduce your 

paragraph. 

Supporting sentence: gives detail about 

the point being made.  

Concluding sentence: ends the paragraph 

revisiting the man point.
