Home learning:

The expectations on home learning have now changed across the school. We expect
the children to read at least 4 times every week but the need for logging this reading is
only once on their google classroom. When logging what they have done, make sure it
is everything they have read in their 4 sessions over the week. There will be a reading
task available each week for the children which is imperative to aid their learning
journey through the school year. These outcomes will be shared in class during the
week and answers will be discussed. As for maths and spelling, weekly tasks will be
uploaded at the start of each term with dates as a guide for when they could be
completed. We encourage your child to self-check before handing the work in, using
checking sheets provided or a calculator. This will be marked by your class teacher
termly. Please encourage your child to upload their work independently as it will
improve their computing skills and as always, please approach the class teacher at the
end of the day if there are any technical issues.

This term, we begin our learning with the topic Where in the world? \We shall have a
geography focus on natural hazards and finish the second half of the term with the
fateful voyage of the Titanic which includes a dress up day and plenty of cross-
curricular learning.

PE/Games Kit:



Please ensure your child has the correct PE kit with non — logo shorts and the
appropriate house colour t-shirt. We appreciate the need for a sweatshirt or hoodie as
the weather becomes colder, we would ask these are also non- logoed.

Trainers can be kept in their locker to change for the daily active mile each lunchtime.
